5. Megan is planning to bake cupcakes for her Math 318 classmates. Her recipe calls for 2 1/3 cups of horseradish, but she has only 3 ½ cup. What should she do to all the other ingredients in her recipe? 

6. Maggie is planning to bake cupcakes for her Math 318 classmates. Her recipe calls for 2 cups of lime juice, but she has only 1 ¾ cup. What should she do to all the other ingredients in her recipe? 

7. Suppose Maddi looks in her pantry and sees that she has some of rice. She then does some calculating in her head and says, “Nerds, I have enough rice for only 2/3 of my recipe.
