1) You have decided not to use your air conditioner this summer.  It is estimated that this will save 7/10 of the cost of electricity each month.  Last year your electric bill for the months of June, July and August averaged $130 each month.  How much total can you expect to save this summer? 
2) You have been averaging 28 1/2 miles on one gallon of gas.  By keeping your highway speed down to 55 miles per hour, your mileage per gallon could be increased by 3/20.  How many miles can you expect to get per gallon if you keep your highway speed down? 
3) To build a new sun deck, you have bought 8 one-by-fours, each measuring 12 1/8 feet in length.  How many linear feet of one-by-fours have you bought? 
4) A wood screw advances 1/16 inch for each complete turn.  How far will the screw advance in 8 complete turns? 
5)   Celeste bought a 10 pound bag of fertilizer for her lawn.  She spread 3/8 of it on her lawn.  How many pounds remain for Celeste to fertilize her lawn for next time?

6)   Santino bought 5 2/3 pounds of creamer to make his homemade ice cream.  He only used 
3 ½ pounds of creamer.  How many pounds of creamer are left for him to make ice cream next week?

7)   You would like to cover the rectangular dining room table with glass so as not to ruin the wood.  The length is 18 feet and the width is 9 ¾ feet.  How much glass will you need to cover the table?

8)   You have ordered 14 lengths of one-by-tens for use as shelves.  Each of the one-by-tens is 9 feet long.  The lumber costs 96 ½ cents per linear foot. How much did the order cost?

9)   Last month the Rubber Wheels Service paid wages totaling $103820.60.  This month’s wages will total $114460.20.  The increase will be paid from a $20,000 reserve account.  Money from the reserve account will also be used to purchase a $5670.75 crane and a $4583.10 lift.
a) By how much have the wages increased?

b) How much will be left in the reserve account after paying for the wage increase and new equipment?

c) When the balance in the reserve account goes below $50.00, a warning is issued to the company’s president.  Will the president be notified this month?
